 Kerry Zado the Treasurer mentions a proposal to the membership, that it makes more sense to 
collect dues for a calendar year from January to December, rather than from September to August as 
it currently is. Kerry continues with his proposal; it would start this January (2011) perhaps with half dues now to  
finish the year and then to continue full term next year.  
 His thoughts on this, is that it would make it perhaps easier for the next Treasurer, at the first meeting to  
understand the new position as treasurer rather then having dues to collect at this first meeting, after the summer 
break. Also it would be helpful  for the members to be given 3 months notice, to have their dues paid. The annual dues 
would be for a full year not a part of 2 years.  
 This proposal would require a constitutional change to amend the current structure, (Some discussion on this 
subject continues with the members) the executive members have discussed this proposal and they are in agreement 
on this and they feel this would be a benefit to the membership, this discussion was to consider on how the members 
feel about this in principle since no one is opposed on this proposal from the membership, the subject will be Tabled 
for now, for further considerations.

3.1 
Annual dues for all membership classes shall be recommended by the Executive Committee 
and approved by the Club members at the Annual General Meeting.
